The fashions 
on the field categories will also be hotly contested, with the best-dressed 18- to 34-year-old, 35 
and over and best couple battling it out for one of North East Victoria’s most prestigious titles. 
 
DPRC vice-president Adrian Goonan said the fully-irrigated course proper was in good order and 
“The committee has been working hard to prepare for the annual event and the track looks a 
picture,” Goonan said. 
 
“The race day is a highlight of new year celebrations for thousands of local, interstate and even 
international visitors, it’s a hugely successful charity meeting which is all about having fun in a 
family-friendly and relaxed environment” Goonan added. 
 
Free buses will run from `Wodonga, Kergunyah, Tallangatta, Kiewa, Mount Beauty, Bright, 
Myrtleford, Beechworth and Yackandandah and large group bookings can be made.  
 
Admission is $15 an adult, which includes a race book on entry, under 16 years free, and BYO 
alcohol is allowed on course with some areas designated as a NON BYO areas for patrons.
