WA blitzes the 100 Best Towns in Australia, published by Australian

Traveller magazine today, with three WA towns in the Top 10.

WA Golden Outback coastal town Esperance has beaten
many more famous and renowned holiday hot spots like
Byron Bay, Noosa, and Margaret River to take out the
second spot on a list of the 100 Best Towns in Australia.

Esperance is described by Australian Traveller magazine as
“The real secret of WA. It's insanely beautiful...” with many
visitors describing it as “the most beautiful coastline in
Australia.”

More well-known travellers’ paradise Broome came in at
fourth in the list of Top Towns, with the magazine describing
it as “the trifecta of the best Australia has to offer: red dirt,
white sand, and blue sea all in one spot.” And wine lovers’
favourite Margaret River completed the trifecta in the top 10.

Australian Traveller editor Greg Barton says, ” WA’s 13
towns on the list of 100 Best Towns reflects the range of real
Australian experiences in our western state: from wine-rich
Margaret River to the outback and sea paradises of
Esperance and Broome, to the Gold Rush history of
Kalgoorlie and — the quirkiest town of all — Nain, in the
Principality of Hutt River.”

Methodology

The 100 best towns were decided by a panel of tourism
experts. The panellists were asked to rate towns according
to their answer to one question: “Regardless of where it's
