
Ovens Billabongs: Ovens River (4.7 km) 

Turn right after leaving the building. 

Turn right at roundabout (Faithful 
Street). 

Travel approximately 4.7km. 

Take dirt track to the left (Ovens Billa-
bongs) (just before freeway over-
pass) 

 
River Road Reserve: Ovens River (15 
km) 

Exit the building to the right. 

Go through the roundabout and over 
the Ovens River Bridge. 

Turn right onto the Great Alpine Road 
(B500). 

Travel along approximately 11km. 

Keep going past the Beechworth turn 
off. 

Turn right at River Road  (Café on the 
corner). 

Travel down this road and past the 
Tarrawingee 

 Quarry. 

Travel over the bridge & take the dirt 
track to the left. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Pioneer Bridges: Ovens River 

Exit the building to the right. 

Turn right after leaving the building. 

Go through the roundabout and over 
the Ovens River Bridge. 

Turn right onto the Great Alpine Road 
(B500). 

Travel through Tarrawingee (approx 
21 km) 

Turn right at the brown Milawa Gour-
met  Region sign (this is the Everton/
Markwood Rd) 

Travel for 2kms over a series of 
bridges. 

Cross the Ovens River and take a left 
on a dirt track where you will find a 
sandy beach by the river, camping 
areas & pit toilets.

Things to Remember:

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Wenhams Camp: Warby Range 
State Park  (20km) 

Exit the building to the left. 

Turn right at traffic lights (Reid 
Street). 

Continue through 2 round-
abouts & under the railway un-
derpass. 

Turn right at the next round-
about (Green Street) 

Continue past Wangaratta High 
School. 

After passing over bridge, take 
the next left. 

This is Wangandarry Road, the 
sign says “Warby Range State 
Park”. 

Travel along this road up into 
the Park until you reach Gerret 
Road (dirt) on the left. 

At the next crossroad take a 
left (Booths Road). 

Continue down until you reach 
Wenhams Camp on the left. 

Here you will find toilets, camp-
ing area, water tank and wood 
barbeque areas. 

 
Edi Cutting: King River (37 km) 

Exit the building to the left. 

Travel down to the second set 
of traffic lights. 

Turn left onto the Whitfield 
Road (sign posted King Valley/
Milawa Gourmet Region). 

Travel through the township of 
Moyhu. 

 
 

You will see a winery on your 
right - King River Estate Wines, 
just past this you will take a left 
turn down a dirt track (not 
signed). There is a gate 
(please leave it as you find it)!! 

This is a large reserve which 
has wood barbeques & pit toi-
lets 

 
Frosts:  Ovens River (17 km) 

Exit the building to the left. 

Turn right at traffic lights (Reid 
Street). 

Continue through 2 round-
abouts & under the railway un-
derpass. 

Turn right at the next round-
about (Green Street) 

Travel past the Boweya turn off 
(13.5km) 

Continue a further 3.6km turn-
ing right onto the river access 
road. 

Follow this track onto the river 
flats veering left at the cross 
road. 

Along the river there are a 
number of camping spots. 
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
