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The Remembering Trees project came about as a way to link 
tree planting with supporting those community members who 
have family and friends who have died.

Consultancy Team at Ovens & King Community Health 
Service, and the Rural City of Wangaratta, along with North-
east Health Wangaratta Palliative Care present this community 
activity, now in its third year. 
 

The Rural City of Wangaratta has erected a sign at the planting 
site acknowledging the significance of the site. 
We invite you to join other community members and plant a 
tree or shrub to remember your loved one, be it family 
member, friend, work-mate, neighbour or perhaps a pet you no 
longer have.  These trees will live on for years and what better 
way to honour a life? 
 

We will have a hot cuppa available and you will be encouraged 
to write a dedication in our Remembering Book which will 
then be presented to the Rural City of Wangaratta for safe 
keeping. 
 

You will receive a memento of the day after your 
Remembering Tree is planted.  We hope it will act as a  
reminder that your tree is growing on in the name of a loved 
one and that you will find comfort in having it by you.
